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Santa Barbara (August 1, 2007) — Over 100 young activists from around the US will gather at
the Nuclear Age Peace Foundation’ s third annual Think Outside the Bomb national conference at
UC Santa Barbara from August 16-19.

The conference will take place in the context of ongoing US efforts to develop new nuclear
weapons, escalating international tensions concerning Iran’s nuclear program, and the possible
expansion of the nuclear power industry, among other pressing concerns. Speakers and
presenters will provide information and analysis on these issues, share lessons learned and
interact with participants.

Attendees will hone their skills in workshops designed to provide them the tools and resources to
be more effective agents of change. As part of the conference, the young leaders will develop
Action Plans that they will implement upon returning to their respective communities and
organizations.
