“CHCI research shows that a personal connection to a cause is the number one motivator 

for charitable giving and explains Americans’ affinity for giving to health care causes,” Tucker 

says.   “With 125 million Americans affected by illness or chronic disease, as patients or as 

caregivers, workplace wellness programs including a range of philanthropic choices including 

health causes are better-received by employees than single-option campaigns.”
