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Free Teleclass Offered on How to Save Your Charity
from Failing in the Recession

forward to one thing now: The Development Resource Center is offering a free teleclass to charities called
“Recession Rescue: Concrete Steps to Save Your Charity.” The class will be taught monthly at no cost beginning

(GLAD) and Shava Nerad, the former Executive Director of the privacy advocacy group the Tor Project, both
senior faculty members at the DRC, will be the instructors.
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
